MEMORANDUM AND ORDER

The first two grounds of defendant's motion to dismiss
are clearly without merit and must be denied. The third ground
is apparently a c¢laim that the City of Lincoln is a necessary
party to this action. However, it appears to me that, at most,
the City of Lincoln may be jointly liable with the named
defendant in the event that the plaintiff prevails in this action
and that the Jjoinder of the City is not necessary to accord
complete relief in this matter. Accordingly, it is

ORDERED that the defendant’'s motion to dismiss be, and it
hereby is, denied; and it 1s further

ORDERED that the defendant may join the City of Lincoln as
a defendant in this matter on or before June 30, 1980; and it
is further

ORDERED that the defendant file an answer on or before
June 30, 1980; and it is further

ORDERED that trial 1s scheduled, for September 15, 1980,
at the hour of 10:00 A.M. in 541 Federal Building, Lincoln,
Nebraska.
